(form SO-R/K).

In statistics of education, under the concept of school
considered is every educational institution performing teaching by
the determined plan and programme. Every school unit is shown
as a school, irrespective of being a central, independent school or
a regional unit within another school.

Basic education covers pupils in regular basic schools as
well as pupils in schools for children with special educational
needs.

At the end of the school year 2006/2007, of 790 regular
basic schools and schools for children with special needs 492 or
62.3% were five-grade schools, and 298 or 37.7% were nine-grade
schools. Compared to 2005/2006, the number of classes is
somewhat lower, for 0.7%, while the number of pupils is lower for
2.6%.

The share of girls in the total number of pupils is 48.7%.
The percentage of pupils who completed a grade is 99.8%, so only
0.2% of pupils did not complete the grade. The number of
teaching staff remained at the same level as last school year.
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
