In Republika Srpska, at the end of the school year 2007/2008
there were 115 015 pupils in 763 regular basic schools and 25
schools for children with special needs, which is 1 378 pupils less or
1.2% lower in comparison with the end of the school year
2006/2007.

The
ratio between the number of teaching staff and pupils is 1:14.7,
while the percentage of females in the total population of teaching

staff is 69.1%

NOTES ON METHODOLOGY

Data in this Release are obtained on the basis of the Annual
report for basic schools at the end of the school year 2007/2008
(forms SO-R/K and SO-S/K).

In education statistics, a school is considered an institution for
education and upbringing in which a basic education and upbringing
is acquired through realisation of teaching plan and programme
prescribed according to the law. Regional units, connected to the
parent - central schools in respect to human resources and
programme but territorially displaced from them, are also shown as
schools. Schools for children with special needs are also shown as
schools.
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
