Secondary education covers pupils of gymnasiums,
technical, vocational, religious and art schools as well as pupils of
schools for disabled children (special secondary schools).

In Republika Srpska, there were 50 046 pupils in 1 867
classes of 92 secondary schools at the end of the school year
2006/2007, which is 0.2% more pupils in comparison with the
end of previous school year. The increase in the number of
pupils is the result of private secondary schools being open. That
led also to the increase in the number of teaching staff for 5.0%.
The share of girls in the total number of pupils is 50.4%.
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
